1.0 INTRODUCTION & BACKGROUND 

1.1 INTRODUCTION 

Madhya Pradesh can easily be described as the best state of the nation, in terms 

of richness and diversity of tourism destinations. The state has three world 

heritage sites namely Sanchi, Bhimbetka and Khajuraho. Madhya Pradesh is not 

called the 'heart of India' only because of its location in the centre of country. It 

has been home to cultural heritage of Hinduism, Buddhism, Jainism and Islam. 

Innumerable monuments, exquisitely carved temples, stupas, forts and palaces 

are dotted all over the State. The natural beauty of Madhya Pradesh is equally 

varied. Consisting largely of a plateau, the State has everything. Spectacular 

mountain ranges, meandering rivers, huge water bodies and miles of dense 

forests. But perhaps the best part about MP is its accessibility. It is equally close 

to major tourist destinations from the North, South, East and West. 

In the last few years, the Government of Madhya Pradesh has initiated a number 

of measures to position the state as the leading tourism state globally. 

Madhya Pradesh State Tourism Development Corporation also referred to as the 

“MPSTDC” or “ Authority “, is a nodal agency under Department of Tourism, 

Government of Madhya Pradesh with a mandate to develop tourism 

infrastructure in the State of Madhya Pradesh.  

1.2 OBJECTIVE 

Madhya Pradesh State Tourism Development Corporation invites the Proposal For 
Selection Of An Agency For  Operation, Maintenance & Management Of Two House Boats 
At Water Sports Complex, Hanuwantiya District Khandawa And One House Boat At Maikal 

Resort Bargi On License For 10 Years. 
 

1.3 Terms & Condition. 

 

1. The Authority has decided to provide its Two House Boat At Water Sports 
Complex, Hanuwantiya District Khandawa And One House Boat At Maikal 
Resort Bargi, for operation & maintenance to private players on license for 
10 years.  

2. The bidder is advised to inspect the House Boat before participating in 

bid. 
3. Bidder  may apply either for all House Boats or for any one House Boat. 

 
4. The House Boat will be handed over to the Licensee on ‘AS IS WHERE IS 

BASIS’. 
 

5. The Licensee shall be given the rights to operate the House Boat. The 
Licensee shall be allowed to run the House Boat in their name.  
 

6. The agency/party will be responsible to run House Boat at the site with their 
own qualified employees 

7. The agency/party will run the House Boat  with all necessary arrangements 
fuel. qualified operators, mechanics etc. 
 



 

8. All recurring costs for running the house boat will have to be borne by the 
agency itself . 
 

9. Initially the contract for operation & maintenance the house boat will be for 
10 years and thereafter it can be renewed on mutual agreement at the 
discreation of the MPSTDC. However, if the performance of the operator is 
not found satisfactory, MPSTDC would be at liberty to rescind the contract 
with 1 month prior notice. 
 

10. all the equipment shall be maintained by the selected agencies in excellent 
running condition throughout the contract period of 10 years 
 

11. The waste materials so generated out of the operation & maintenance the 
house boat will be handled by the licensee as per statutory requirement. No 
waste  material should be allowed to decompose or disposed of inside or 
near to the complex (in the lake). 
 

12. The agency will be responsible to maintain the conditions and penalty will be 
imposed for any deviation including termination of the agreement. 
 

13. Sufficient fire safety measures, life jacket shall be arranged by the agency 
conforming to international standards for the tourists using these House 
Boat. 
 

14. The agency shall ensure that staff engaged for the purpose is well trained, 
polite and free from communicable diseases. The staff should be well dressed 
in a uniform whose design shall have prior approval of the MPSTDC authority 
or its authorized representative(s). Each employee shall wear a photo identity 
card provided by the agency and approved by MPSTDC. 
 

15. All the technical staff (like drivers) must have requisite qualifications and 
must have completed appropriate courses from reputed and Govt. approved 
institutes & having appropriate License from competent authority. 
 

16. The agency will be solely responsible for all payments and observance and 
compliance of relevant provision of laws/rules/regulations etc. in respect of 
his employees and the business of operation and maintenance the House 
Boat. MPSTDC authority or his authorized representatives will have no 
liabilities whatsoever with regard to such statutory compliances and 
payments. 
 

17. The agency shall maintain a suggestion and complaint book and the 
suggestion recorded therein will be given due consideration. Notice 
disclosing existence of this book will have to be displayed in the languages 
Hindi & English. 
 

18. The entire arrangement should be in pollution free manner. In case of any 
deviation, the contract shall also be liable to be cancelled . 
 



 

19. The selected agency shall have to arrange to display the details of service 
provision on site for general information of the public. [facilities/service with 
unit price & availability time etc]  
 

20. The quality of service shall be subject to verification by the authority or his 
authorized representative(s) at any time. If the quality of facility/service is 
not found to be satisfactory, the agency will be instructed to take the 
corrective measures. Further, if the service quality is found to be 
unsatisfactory repeatedly, the contract will be liable to immediate 
termination. 

21. The successful bidder shall responsible for operation and maintenance of 
various equipments, their AMC. the  successful bidder shall obtain third party 
insurance policy . 
 
 

22. The fuel, oil & safety equipments kept by agency for running the house boat 
and security of the tourists/users/operators shall remain open for inspection 
by the appropriate authority or his authorized representative(s) at any point 
of time.  
 

23. If the agency and/or his team and also functioning of the facility is not up to 
the mark or, the quality of the service is below standard, then MPSTDC is 
empowered to terminate the contract with a short notice of one month.  
 

24. No sub-agency/ sub-leasing / sub-renting will be allowed under any 
circumstances Whatsoever. The agreement stands cancelled on detection of 
such circumstances.  

25. All the legal matters shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with 
the provisions of  law governed by the law of the land and it would be 
amenable to the jurisdiction of the Bhopal Court. 

26. Language: All notices/communications required to be given by one to the 
other Party which are in any way relevant to this Agreement shall be in 
writing and in the vernacular of english and/or hindi language. 
 

27. Bidders are required to quote an percentage of per ticket value after 
deducting taxes for revenue share  in its financial Bid Price. The MPSTDC will 
remit the Monthly revenue share to Successful bidder within 10 day of next 
following month. 
 

28. The agency shall follow all world class safety standards.  
 

29. This performance security shall be forfeited for non-performance or non-

compliance of any term or condition as specified in the License Agreement 
 

30.  After the expiry of license Period, the Licensee shall surrender possession of 

the property 
 

31. the licensee shall not encumber the MPSTDC House boat by way of pledge, 

hypothecation, mortgage, charge, lien, sub-license, leave and Licence or in 

any other manner.. The Licensee will be allowed to use the house boat  on 

‘Right-to-use’ basis. 



 

32. The Licensee has to confine his activities only within the specified area 

handed over to him. 
 

33. In case the Licensee commits breach of any of the terms and conditions and 

stipulation herein contained on the part of the Licensee to be observed and 

performed, the Authority reserves the right to take appropriate action which 

may include imposition of penalty or termination of contract or both. 

Performance security in case of termination shall be forfeited and licensee 

shall have to vacate the property.  
34. In case of any dispute, difference or controversy of whatever nature 

howsoever arising under, out of or in the relation to this agreement including 

non-completion of the project, between the parties and so notified in writing 

by either party to the other (the "Dispute") in the first instance shall be 

attempted to be resolved in accordance with the procedure set forth in the 

license agreement. 
 

35.  Licensee is allowed to charge market driven rates/tariffs and other revenues 

from the facilities. 
 

36. The detailed terms & conditions are incorporated in the draft copy of 

license agreement to be executed with the successful bidder. 
 

37. If there are any changes in the  Agreement subsequent to the starting of the 
Bidding process and before the signing of Agreement, the 
additions/modification/deletion of the conditions mentioned in 
modified/revised/final  Agreement shall be binding on the Preferred Bidder. 
 

38. In case of any dispute, the parties shall meet and amicably resolve the 
dispute. In the event parties fail to amicably settle the dispute through 
mutual discussions then the dispute shall be referred to an arbitrator in 
accordance with the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 
or any further amendments from time to time and the parties here by agree 
to abide by the decision of the arbitrator. The arbitration proceedings shall 
be subject to the courts of Bhopal jurisdiction. 

 
1.4 BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE SELECTION PROCESS 

The Authority has adopted Online Tendering or E- Tendering System with 

Single-Stage, Two  bidding process (collectively referred to as the “Bidding 

Process”) for selection of the bidder for award of the Project assignment. The 

first stage of the evaluation (the “Qualification-Technical Proposal Stage”) of 

the process involves Qualification of interested parties (the“Bidder”), in 

accordance with the provisions of this RFP. 

At the end of first stage, the Authority will announce a list of all pre- qualified 

Bidders who are qualified and eligible for evaluation in the Second stage (The 

Financial Proposal Stage) and whose financial bids can be opened and 

evaluated in accordance with the provisions of the RFP.  

The Financial Bid is to be submitted Online only. The Financial Bids of all the 

short listed/qualified bidders will be opened on a concerned date and time. 

The Bidder will be selected on the basis of highest percentage of per ticket 

value after deducting taxes of revenue share for per house boat Basis .

A. GENERAL 
 
2.1  RFP document 

 The document can be downloaded from the official website of the Authority 

www.tourism.mp.gov.in and through MP E procurement portal: www.mptenders.gov.in. The 

bidder will have to pay RFP Document Fees Rs. 2360 /- (Rupees two thousand three hundred sixty  

only) including GST online only though MP E-procurement portal. 

 

2.2 Eligibility of Bidders 

 

The companies meeting the following minimum qualifying criteria are eligible to 
apply.  
 

1. The Agency should be a company/partnership firm/proprietor. 
Incorporation/registration certificate should be furnished as documentary 
proof. 

2. The Agency should have experience of at least three  (03) year in this field  
 

3. The minimum average annual turnover for last 3 years (2017-18, 2018-19, 
2019-20) of the company with regard to water sports business should be 
Rs. 05.00 lakhs. In case this turnover is not reflected separately in the 
balance sheet, a certificate in respect of the turnover of the similar 
business by the chartered accountant of the company should be enclosed. 
Incase year 2019-20 if the audited balance sheet are not available 
provisional certificate from CA is required. 
 

4. The minimum net worth as on 31/03/2020 of the company should be Rs. 
20.00 Lakhs. 

   
Note :- the following documents must be submitted along with Annexure 1 to 5. 

1. CA certificate for average annual turnover . 
2. Registration or incorporation certificate of bidder. 
3. Photocopy of PAN card.  
4. The EMD in the form online Receipt.  
5.  The Tender Fee in the form online Receipt.

2.3 General Terms of Bidding 

2.3.1 All documents submitted by the Applicant(s) will be treated as confidential. 

2.3.2 Authority reserves the right to accept or reject any or all applications, without 

thereby incurring any liability to the affected Applicant(s) or any obligation to 

inform the Applicant(s). Authority also reserves the right not to award or enter 

into any contract or agreement with any Applicant(s), and may terminate the 

procurement process at any time without thereby incurring any liability to any 

Applicant. 



 

2.3.3 Failure by any Applicant(s) to provide all of the information required in the 

proposal or any additional information requested by Authority may lead to 

rejection of the Applicant's proposal in its entirety. 

2.3.4 Applicants have an obligation to disclose any actual or potential conflict of 

interest. Failure to do so may lead to disqualification of the Applicant or 

termination of its Contract at any stage. 

2.3.5 A recommendation for award of Contract will be rejected if it is determined that 

the recommended Firm has directly, or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, 

fraudulent, collusive, or coercive practices in competing for the contract in 

question; in such cases the Authority will declare the Firm and/or members of the 

consortium ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time and will be 

blacklisted. 

2.3.6 Wherever required by applicable laws, Authority shall deduct taxes at source, 

from the amounts payable, and shall provide to the firm/Agency the appropriate 

tax deduction certificate evidencing payment of such taxes. 

2.3.7 It may be noted that the Bidders cannot prescribe any time limit for the validity 

of all the rates quoted in the financial bid. 

2.4    Cost of Bidding 

2.4.1 The Bidders shall be responsible for all of the costs associated with the 

preparation of their Bids and their participation in the Bidding Process. The 

Authority will not be responsible or in any way liable for such costs, regardless of 

the conduct or outcome of the Bidding Process.

MPSTDC will respond to such requests and will post the 
response on E -tendering website: www.mptenders.gov.in and will inform the Pre- Bid 
Attendees by Email.  
At any time before the submission of Proposals, MPSTDC may, for any reason, whether 
at its own initiative or in response to a clarification request by an invited firm, modify 
the bid documents (RFP) by amendment. E -tendering website: www.mptenders.gov.in 
and will inform the Pre- Bid Attendees by Email. MPSTDC may, at its discretion, extend 
the deadline for the submission of Proposals. 
 
2.8 Amendments Modification of TENDER 

2.8.1 At any time at least 7 days prior to the deadline for submission of RFP, Authority 

may, for any reason, whatsoever at its own initiative or in response to

Supporting documents and printed literature 

furnished by the Bidder with the Bid may be in any other language provided that 

they are accompanied by translations of all the pertinent passages in the English 

language, duly authenticated and certified by the Bidder. Supporting materials, 

which are not translated into English, may not be considered.

3.2.5 The Technical Bid will further be examined to determine whether the Bid has been 

properly signed, meets the eligibility and qualification criteria in terms hereof, has the 

required financial capabilities as set out in this RFP, is accompanied by the requisite 

certificates, undertaking and other relevant information specified in this RFP 

document and is substantially responsive to the requirement of the Bidding Documents 

and provides any clarification for ascertaining the correctness of the information/details 

that the Authority may require. 

 

 

3.2.6 If the Technical Bid of any Bidder is not substantially responsive, the Bid of such 

Bidder will be rejected by the Authority and the Bidder will not subsequently be allowed 

to make its Bid responsive by correction or modification or withdrawal of the non-

conforming deviation or reservation.  

 
3.2.7 The Authority shall inform, by mail, the Bidders, whose Technical Bid is found to be 

responsive and who are short listed based on qualification criteria as detailed out in the 

RFP, the date, time and place of Presentation and opening of Financial Bid as specified in 

the RFP.

3.4. Examination of Financial Bids and Determination of Responsiveness

3.4.2 A substantially responsive Financial Bid is one which conforms to all the terms, 
conditions and specifications of the bidding documents.  
 
3.4.3 If the Financial Bid of any Bidder is not substantially responsive in terms hereof, 
the Bid of such Bidder shall be rejected by MPSTDC and the Bidder shall not  
subsequently be allowed to make its Bid responsive by correction or withdrawal of the 
non-conforming deviation or reservation. 

 
3.5 Correction of Errors

3.6 Evaluation and Comparison of Financial Bids 

3.6.1 The financial Bids of all the bidders who pass Stage I of bid Evaluation  shall be 
opened in the presence of the bidder’s representatives. Those who are present 
shall be required to sign and record their attendance.  

3.6.2 The Bidder will be selected on the basis of highest percentage of per ticket value 
after deducting taxes of revenue share for per house boat Basis . 

6.3.4 In the event of single bid for any category the MPSTDC reserves the right to invite 
fresh bids from Bidders.  

6.3.5 In the event of two or more Bidders quoting the same Bid MPSTDC may:  

a. Invite fresh bids from Bidders : or

3.8  LETTER OF INTENT AND EXECUTION OF  AGREEMENT 

 
3.8.1    After selection , a Letter of Intent (the "LOI") shall be issued, in duplicate, by the 

Authority to the successful bidder who in turn shall,  within 7 (seven) days of 
the receipt of the LOI, sign and return the duplicate copy of the LOI in 
acknowledgement thereof..  

3.8.2 In the event the duplicate copy of the LOI duly signed by the successful bidder is 
not received by the stipulated date, the Authority may, unless it consents to 
extension of time for submission thereof, appropriate the EMD of such Bidder 
as loss and damage suffered by the Authority on account of failure of the 
successful bidder  to acknowledge the LOI. 

3.8.3 After acknowledgement of the LOI as aforesaid by the Agency, it shall cause the 
successful Bidder to execute the Agreement.

3.8.4 The formal Agreement shall be executed within a period of 07 days from the 
date of issue of LOI by the Selected Bidder. 

3.8.5 The failure to meet the above mentioned conditions, shall be construed as a 
breach of the Selected Bidder and MPSTDC shall be entitled to cancel the LOA 
without being liable in any manner whatsoever to the Selected Bidder and 
appropriate the tender security and any other amount deposited. 



 

4. OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

4.1  Claims and Disputes: 
Any claims or disputes arising out of the contract should be promptly submitted in 
writing to MPSTDC within 7 days from the Date of cause of action, so that the point 
of issue could be immediately verified at site by the field officers, facts ascertained 
and a prompt decision given. Claims raised well beyond this time as to make it 
difficult to verify the facts are liable to be rejected.

4.2. Legal:

4.3  Arbitration Clause: 
In the event of any dispute or differences arising between the parties as to the 
interpretation, operation or effect of any clause of the agreement to be executed 
with the Corporation or any of the terms and conditions contained herein which 
shall be made integral part of the agreement such dispute or difference shall be 
referred to the sole arbitration of a person appointed by Managing Director, 
Madhya Pradesh State Tourism Development Corporation Ltd  and there shall be no 
objection if appoints any officer who has in the discharge of his duties as such 
officer, has either expressed any opinion or issued any direction in the matter and 
the provisions of the Arbitration Act 1996 shall apply to such arbitration. 

4.5 Force Majeure Clause: 
 

If at any time during the continuance of this order the performance in whole or in 
party by either party or any obligation under this order is prevented or delayed by 
reasons of any war, hostility, acts of public enmity, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, 
floods, explosions, epidemics, Quarantine restrictions or other acts of God, 
provided notice of the occurrence in any such event is given by either party to the 
other within 15  DAYS from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall have 
claim for damage against the performance and deliveries in such cases shall be 
resumed as soon as practicable after such an event has come to an end or has 
ceased to exist. 

 

4.7 Termination by Default: MPSTDC reserves the right to terminate the contract of any  
agency in case of change in the Government procedures or unsatisfactory services. 

 
4.8 Risk – Purchase Clause: If the Successful Bidder, after submission of TENDER and the 

acceptance of the same, fails to abide by the Terms and Conditions of the TENDER 
document or fails to supply within the specified time or at any time mentioned the 
contract, the MPSTDC will have the right to: 
a) Forfeit the EMD. 
b) Invoke Security Deposit/Performance Bank Guarantee 
c) In case of procurement through alternative sources and if price is higher, the 
Successful Bidder will pay the balance amount to MPSTDC. 
d) For all purposes, the work order accepted by the bidder and issued by MPSTDC
